Reader:  For those who suffered and died in faith: especially our brothers and sisters who are victims of terrorism. May they share in the peace and happiness of God’s kingdom.

R — Lord, hear our prayer.



Reader:	Together we now pray our Parish Community prayer for the Feast of Christ the king.

All:	O Jesus Christ, we acknowledge you as universal King. All that has been made has been created for You. Exercise all Your rights over us. 

We renew our Baptismal Vows. We renounce Satan, his pomps and his works; we promise to live as good Christians.  And, in particular we pledge ourselves to Labor, to the best of our ability, for the triumph of the rights of God and of Your Church.
